To get a first-hand 

knowledge of this complex system, the students of Class X were 

taken to the National Academy of Indian Railways, Pratapnagar, 

Vadodara on 13th and 27 th August, 2022, Saturday.  

Through live models, students learnt about traffic signals, traffic 

control system, track change, narrow- and broad-gauge lines, dif-

ferent symbols used, etc. They were also apprised of the role of 

Station Master in decision making, the history of railways, the 

different locomotives used in Indian Railways from 1952 to pre-

sent day.
