Activity 1: Make a word puzzle of 10x10 grids for the given below words:

Activity 2: Grow the bread mould and record your observations.

Steps of growing bread mould:

1.

Spritz the bread with few sprays of water to make it damp.

2. Place the moistened bread in the Ziploc bag and seal it tightly, leaving some

air inside.

. Store the bag in a warm, dark location like a kitchen cupboard or a closet,

away from direct sunlight.

Check the bread every few days. Mould growth may start in 2-3 days, but it
can take a week or more to get a good sample.

If the bread becomes dried out, add a few more spritzes of water.

Once the experiment is complete, discard the bread and the bag in the
trash.

Note: Take a picture of yours with the bread mould and paste it on the sheet.
