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Flying Rocket

Material Required:

* Two Eco- friendly paper glasses

e 2 rubber bands

* Bright colour pastel sheets (Any colour)
* Decoration Material such as sticker star

Procedure:

 Make 4 holes near the rim of one glass in four
different directions.

e String the rubber bands in the holes as shown in the
picture.

* Cover the glass with coloured paper. Use bright
coloured cutouts to make wings and decorate the
glass with sticker stars

 Make a small cone and paste it on top to give it the
look of a rocket.

* Place the rocket on the other glass. Press it down on
the inner glass, with pressure and then release it
with a jerk.

* The rocket will go flying up.

Kolu - Craft

Material Required

* Winnowing Basket

* Acrylic colour

* Rubber sheet cut outs

* Mirrors, coloured strings etc.

Procedure

1.Take a winnowing basket .

2. Paint it with acrylic colour. Use a different shade for painting the
edges of the basket.

3. Take cutouts of fish / motifs of west Bengal.

4. Decorate the motifs with mirrors, coloured strings etc.

5. Paste the motifs on the basket and decorate it

5. Make a loop on the top for hanging your basket.




Terracotta

Material Required

e A medium sized earthen
pot/bottle

e Acrylic paints

Procedure

1. Take the pot/ bottle and paint it with red/brown
acrylic colours.

2. Draw a Bengali style pattern on it.

3. Paint the pattern using acrylic colours.




Owls

Material Required

e A thick paper glass

 Poster colours

* Paper cutouts to make eyes, nose and
wings

Procedure
. Take a thick paper glass and remove its bottom.
. Press the glass to make it flat.
. Cut a semicircle from the top of the glass, as shown in the picture,
to give shape to ears.
. Paint it with bright colour.
. Paste eyes, nose and wings.
. Put your finger inside the glass to make it into a hand puppet.




Festive Art from West Bengal

Material Required

* l[vory Sheet

* Fluorescent pastel sheet
* Beads/stone stickers

* Golden rubber sheet

* Ribbon.

Procedure:

1. Cut a 15 inch diameter circle from an ivory sheet.

2. Draw features of Maa Durga as shown in the picture.
3. Colour the picture with bright colours

4. Decorate the mask using stone stickers, decorative
beads etc.

5. Make a loop with a piece of ribbon and paste it on the
back to make a wall hanging.




Little Fishy Creations

Material Required

* Straw of different colours
* Pipe Cleaner

* A pair of scissors

* Egg cartons — 2

* Fevicryl colours

Procedure:
Take 2 egg cartons and paint them in bright colour to make the head
and the tail of the fish. Make a hole in the center of the cartons.
Take 6 inches long starws of different colours and make hole in the
center of each straw,

String a pipe through the cartons and the straws as shown in the
pictures.

Cut the straws to give it the shape of a fish.

Make the features on the face such as eyes, mouth etc. The
final product should be about 8- 10 inches long

Option 2: You may use leaf shape cutouts of thick pastel sheet
and decorate on both the sides to make 3-D fish hangings.
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
